The Board of Selectmen
opened the warrant on June 11" and the warrant closing date is Tuesday, September 10,
2019 at 12:00PM.

Paul Starratt, Town Engineer, Keith Readling, Executive Vice President with
Raftelis, and Emily Scerbo, Senior Technical Specialist with Tighe and Bond
discussed with the Selectmen stormwater management strategies relative to credits
and abatements with different funding methods/options and reviewed a 3-year draft
budget. The discussion was continued to the July 23 Board of Selectmen meeting.

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The Selectmen approved the request to accept gifts from Hanover Company for the construction of a
sidewalk along the south side of Littleton Road between Robbins Road and the Red Hat/NETSCOUT
driveway, and offsite transportation improvements, transportation services or other uses related to providing
services to the residents of the proposed project.

The Pedestrian Safety Committee received the Selectmen’s support for the design of sidewalks at Robinson
Road (starting at Concord Road to Flagg Road) and to extend the existing sidewalk at Plain Road (starting at
Nutting Road to the intersection at Depot Street) during FY 2021. The project is moving forward to the
Capital Planning Committee.

Paul Starratt, Town Engineer, updated the Selectman on May 28"
of the status of the Oak Hill Road/Route 40 and Dunstable Road/
Route 40 Intersection Projects. The projects are moving along as
scheduled and expected to be completed by the end of the year.

The Westford Town Forest Committee will be conducting a thinning
operation in the Gage Forest this summer. The thinning will open
up the forest canopy and allow sunlight to reach the forest floor
which will encourage younger tree growth. The forest consists of
approximately 75 acres, but only about 20 acres will be thinned this
summer. The project will be conducted in accordance with the
Gage Forest Stewardship Plan that was developed by licensed
forester John Robbins and approved by the Westford Board of
Selectmen and the Massachusetts State Forester of the |
Department of Conservation and Recreation.

Medical Reserve Corps Certifies Stony Brook 8" Graders in CPR

Twenty-one 8" graders at Stony Brook School in Westford accepted the challenge to certify
in CPR on May 22 and 23. To the delight of their parents, teachers, and the teens
themselves, each student passed the course with flying colors!

The Heartsaver video allowed students to learn CPR concepts and
practice the skills.

CPR stands for “Cardio-Pulmonary
Resuscitation.” Through compressions on the
chest and breaths given at specific intervals, a
person whose heart has stopped abruptly has a
better chance of survival. Ideally, an AED or
“‘Automated External Defibrillator” is then

applied right away, to provide a shock that |

restores the heartbeat.

All 21 students ended the month of May with
new certification cards from the American Heart
Association, valid for two years in CPR/AED
and choking relief (“‘Heimlich Maneuver”).
Congratulations to the students for their willing-
ness to learn these valuable skills!

The idea to provide CPR training to
such a young age group was sparked
when science teacher Maureen Severo
recertified in CPR last September. The
Westford Health Department, host agent
for the local Medical Reserve Corps
(MRC) unit that taught the class, had
offered CPR to town residents during
Preparedness Month.

Severo collaborated with MRC
instructors to bring this training to Stony
Brook. This was the first time Westford
Schools had offered the class to
students who were not yet in high
school.

Alerts from the Westford Recycling Commission
PLASTIC BAGS, empty or filled, are NOT acceptable in recycling bins and toters.

TANGLERS - Cords, coat hangers, light strings, plastic 6-pack rings, garden hoses, wires, strings, ribbons,
and chains - are prohibited from recycling bins and toters.

CAPS and LIDS - Replace caps and lids on clean bottles, jars, and cans or toss lids
in the trash. Do not discard them separately in recycling.

PLASTIC YOGURT CUPS — Toss cups in recycle bin. Put aluminum lids in the trash.

BLACK PLASTIC TAKE - OUT CONTAINERS - Put this item in your trash. Clear plastic lids can be rinsed
and recycled.

HOME COMPOSTING with an EARTH MACHINE

Composting reduces Westford's trash collection costs and also benefits the environment.

Westford residents can purchase an Earth Machine back yard composter at a discounted price of $25 by
contacting Denise Seyffert at 978-692-6986. It comes with set-up and composting instructions.

Placing fruit and vegetable kitchen scraps, coffee grounds, eggshells,
tea bags, grass clippings, sawdust, pine needles, and leaves in your Earth
Machine will produce useable compost called “black gold,” a rich soil
conditioner.

In 1993, Massachusetts banned yard waste from the trash in an effort to
reduce garbage, save money, utilize valuable organic waste, and provide
nutrient rich compost for home lawns and gardens. Using compost on the soill
adds essential nutrients, improves root growth, and helps retain
moisture, which can help lower water bills.
