Funding is requested for the construction of a new amenities building at 
Westford Academy's Trustees Field (Phase III of Complex Master Plan). These 
improvements directly support the recreation purpose of the Westford Academy 
Trustees Field Complex. Previous Complex phases included construction and 
accessibility of the home bleachers and renovation of the track. Phase III 
improvements encompass: 

• a new ADA compliant building with restroom facilities as required by code 
and a concession area; 

• modifications to the existing concessions area to convert space for first aid 
and supplies, a restroom and storage; 
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• required related walkway, fencing, and parking adjustments. 

Percent of total budget requested from Community Preservation funds: 

99% of the funds are being requested.

Project Description and Goals: 

Provide an appropriate/code compliant, clean, accessible and safe bathroom 
facility and concession stand for the Westford Academy School Community and 
the citizens of Westford. 

Please describe project. In proposal please include how this project impacts 
Westford's citizens and addresses Westford's current and/or future needs? How 
does this project preserve Westford's character and meet its preservation goals?

Westford Academy Trustees Field and new 8-lane track is a space for all of 
Westford's residents to use. The synthetic turf has been in use for ten years and 
the new track was completed in the summer of 2018. The field is used for a 
variety of recreation programs, in addition to all of the athletic programs at the 
high school. For the last two decades, we have been using removable restrooms 
(porta-potties) to support the field usage. There is one gender neutral bathroom 
available in the current amenities building for use by officials and members of 
the WA Boosters who run concessions during home athletic contests. We are 
currently out of compliance regarding accessible restroom facilities to support the 
larger events that take place on the field or track. The new amenities building 
would appropriately support the number of fans, players, others during home 
events. In addition, a gender-neutral restroom will be available during the day 
and early evening to all Westford residents (other visitors) who walk or run on 
the track. 

The project preserves Westford's character and meets its preservation goal by 
upgrading the complex's facilities, to be utilized by all the townspeople of 
Westford. The restroom facilities will be supported by the on-site waste-water 
treatment plant. 

It is critical that this project move forward due to compliance issues. If the 
building commissioner chose, he/she could close the facility for being out of 
compliance which would impact athletic and recreation programs hosted at the 
Westford Academy Trustees Field. 

The amenities building will be outfitted with one accessible ADA-compliant public 
bathroom, that will be available for visitors to the complex (7:00AM to 9:00PM) 
throughout the majority of the school year (minus winter months). The female 
restroom will be outfitted with 12 regular toilets and 1 handicapped accessible 
toilet. The male restroom will be outfitted with with 3 regular toilets, 4 urinals 
and 1 handicapped accessible toilet. The restrooms will be outfitted with sinks, 
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mirrors, and soap dispensers. The building will be maintained by the Westford 
Academy Custodial Staff. The concession stand will be outfitted with appropriate 
outlets, sinks, tables and refrigeration to support athletic events. 

Usage of the complex: 

Over 1,700 physical education students use the turf field and track facility 
throughout the school year. 

Westford Academy boasts 33 varsity programs. Many of the programs use the 
field and track facility. Examples: F, JV, Varsity Football, F, JV, Varsity B/G 
Soccer, F, JV, Varsity Field Hockey, F, JV, Varsity B/G Lacrosse, F, JV, Varsity 
Track, F, JV, Varsity Cross Country. 

The fan attendance can range from over 500 at a Friday night varsity football 
game to a tournament game with potentially many more participants and fans. 
Furthermore, the varsity football team hosts the traditional Thanksgiving Day 
Football Game every other year where over 1500+ spectators attend. In 
addition, Westford Academy Trustees Field is used for graduation each spring 
and welcomes well over 3,000+ people. The track is open and available to the 
community who takes full advantage of the facility throughout the year. 

Revenue is collected at a variety of athletic events and provides financial support 
for the athletic program which maintains the entire sports complex.

On behalf of the Permanent Town Building Committee, we ate providing thls letter of support for the 
application for Community Preservation Act (CPA) funds for the Westford Academy Athletic Complex 
Phase II Improvements Project. This application is to provide financial assistance for the construction of 
the Amenities Building at Alumni Field. The approximate cost of the project is $1.3M and it was 
included in the 2016 Westford Academy Athletic Complex Master Plan prepared by Gale Associates.
